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INSTALLATION

1. Support the front of the truck. Remove the front wheels and allow the front axle to droop all the way
down. Removal of the springs and shocks is not necessary.

2. Using a flat blade screw driver pry the factory OEM rubber bumpstop out of the stock bumpstop
mount. It’s easiest to insert the screwdriver from the side in between the rubber bumpstop and metal
mount and pry outward. See figure 1. Keep the rubber bumpstops!

3. Make a mark in the center of the stock bumpstop mount. You can use one of the bumpstop mounts,
hold it in place and transfer the location of the center hole to the frame. Center punch your mark and
repeat for the opposite side. See figure 2.

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4. Pilot drill both sides with an 1/8” or equivalent drill bit, then drill out to 5/16” diameter. See figure 3.

5. Reinstall the Synergy Ram Bumpstop Spacer onto the bottom of the stock bumpstop mount on the
frame. Drive one of the self tapping 3/8-16 x 1.25” long bolts into the hole in the frame to secure the
bumpstop extension to the frame. Repeat for the opposite side. See figure 4.

6. Install the OEM factory rubber bumpstops into the new Synergy Ram Bumpstop Spacers. Stuff the
rubber bumpstop as best you can squarely into the new mounts. You can stack some wooden blocks
on top of the bumpstop pads on the axle and use the weight of the vehicle to press them all the way
in, or you can use a long prybar off of the coil springs to lever them into place. Use some soap or
windex to lube the bumpstop to make it easier to install. Do not use grease or petroleum products.

Verify the bumpstops are securely and squarely in place. See figure 5.
