Installation

 � TRACK BAR REMOVAL

 � Securely block wheels to prevent accidental 
movement of vehicle. 

 � Remove track bar from vehicle. Original installation 
instructions can be referenced if necessary.

 � RUBBER BUSHING

 � 1.  REMOVAL

 � Position press plates so that the rubber bushing 
eye is fully supported. 

 � Using a large socket or other appropriate tooling, 
press the old bushing out of the bushing eye. The 
socket used should be as large as possible while 
still fitting through the bushing eye. 

 � Clean any corrosion or debris from the inner 
surface.

 � 2. INSTALLATION

 � Place the new bushing and control arm eye 
into the press. Ensure the two components are 
aligned.

 � Using appropriate tooling, press the bushing into 
place until the lip of the bushing is flush with the 
bushing eye. 
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 � FLEX JOINT REBUILD

 � 1. ASSEMBLE TOOL TO FLEX EYE

 � Place the large nylon cup on the end that will not 
have the snap ring removed with the cupped end 
towards the flex eye as shown. 

 � Place the appropriately sized machined tube into 
the washer on the side that will have the snap ring 
removed.

The large machined tube is 
designed for 1-3/8" ID washers.
The small machined tube is 
designed for 1-1/16" ID washers. 

 � Using the appropriate hardware, hand tighten the 
bolt and square the flex eye removal tool to the 
eye.

7/16” hardware is designed 
for small flex eye.
1/2" hardware is designed 
for large flex eye.

 � 2. FLEX EYE DISASSEMBLY

 � Tighten with wrenches (avoid using an impact 
wrench) to compress the bushings enough to 
relieve pressure on the snap ring to allow for 
removal.

 � Using snap ring pliers, compress the snap ring and 
remove it from the flex eye.

 � Remove the bushings and retaining washers from 
the eye.

Note:  On some track bar applications it 
may be necessary to remove the grease 
fitting to allow for bushing removal.

 � 3. FLEX EYE ASSEMBLY

 � Re-install the bushings and washer(s) back into 
the flex eye in reverse of disassembly.

 � Assemble the tool to the eye using the same 
process shown previously.

 �  Tighten the bolt until the snap ring can be installed 
in the groove.

Make sure the snap ring groove is 
not damaged before proceeding

 �  Using snap ring pliers, install the snap ring. Verify 
it is fully seated.

 �  Loosen the bolt and remove the tool from the eye.
 � Grease bushings using a grease gun and non 

petroleum based grease.
 � FINAL STEPS

 �  Reinstall track bar. Reference original installation 
instructions if necessary.

 � Verify jam nut is tight and did not move.
 � If needed, a replacement decal is included.

Maintenance

Check torque specifications regularly. 
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
